INTRODUCTION
Barbey Farmhouse is a traditional cottage set in an idyllic rural location close 
to the village of Twynholm. It enjoys an elevated site and benefits from open 
views across the surrounding countryside.

The property is of traditional stone construction under a slate roof and 
comprises three bedrooms, a dining room, kitchen, sitting room and a 
sunroom. In addition, there is a grazing paddock and generous landscaped 
garden grounds with an amenity woodland area behind the house, amounting 
to around 1.2 acres in total. The farmhouse would benefit from a degree of 
maintenance and modernisation.

The nearest local services can be found at Twynholm where there is a primary 
school, petrol station, Parish Church, village hall and a public house. A full 
range of services are conveniently located at Kirkcudbright (5 miles approx.) 
which is also popular with tourists and is known as ‘The Artists’ Town’. As well 
as craft shops and niche retailers, the town is well served with a full range of 
retail and professional services. Both primary and secondary schooling are 
available within Kirkcudbright. A further range of services can be found in 
Castle Douglas (‘The Food Town’), which is renowned for its niche retailing 
with a wide range of traditional shops and craft outlets, as well as range of 
supermarkets.

A spacious room with dual-aspect windows to the front and rear.

Featuring an open fire and dual-aspect windows.

•	 Sunroom
Located off the central hallway with countryside views and French doors 
leading out to the garden.
